The petition, addressed to Tenet 
CEO’s Kenneth D. McFarland ( FVRMC), John Grah (LRMC), and Kent Clayton (LAMC) urges Tenet to 
hire us in-house, making EVS and Dietary workers part of the Tenet family.  For years we have been 
employed by many different subcontractors like Compass. We are treated like second-class workers,
