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On the good news front, Kaiser officials yesterday proposed continuing the Student Loan Repayment Program going forward 
with no change in payout amounts. However, they still have not committed to having an incentive plan bonus for all three 
years of the contract. We told them that once they let us know where they were heading with an incentive plan, we would be 
able to make a counter to the insulting wage proposal they gave us a few weeks ago.   
 
We spent the rest of our limited time yesterday engaging management around the use of PTO. At our last bargaining session, 
Kaiser, without giving us any reason, rejected our proposal to make it easier for us to take time off. Once again, we shared our 
experiences of how the lack of flexibility with respect to taking time off negatively impacts morale and is a major contributor to 
turnover. We invited them to share their thoughts on how we could address this issue with enforceable contract language, but 
they had no immediate ideas. We shall see what they come back with.
